Deadline 

The Scholarship application will be made available online on February 1st, 2023. 
Applications must be completed and submitted online at www.phoenix.edu by 
11:59pm MST February 28th, 2023 όά!ǇǇƭƛŎŀǘƛƻƴ 5ŜŀŘƭƛƴŜέύ. Applications 
submitted after the Application Deadline will not be considered. No exceptions. 
 

Eligibility Criteria 1. Applicants currently residing in the United States must meet one of the 
following requirements: be a legal resident of the United States; have 
been granted permanent residency; have a valid visa that does not 
prohibit educational studies; have been granted temporary protected 
status along with approved Notice of Action issued by Citizen 
Immigration Services and verified through CIS Form g-845; or have been 
granted asylum along with the approved Notice of Action issued by the 
Citizen Immigration Services.  
 

2. Applicant must meet all admissions requirements of University of 
Phoenix if selected as a scholarship recipient. 

 
3. Applicant must not be an employee (including full- and part-time faculty) 

or a family member (spouse, dependent child, or domestic partner) of an 
employee of University of Phoenix or any other affiliate of University of 
Phoenix, Inc.

Scholarship Award 
Distribution and 

Timing 

The University of Phoenix will determine and notify the recipients of the 
scholarships upon validation. 
 

1. The maximum Scholarship award is $2,000. The Scholarship shall be

a final disbursement of $150 will be applied toward the eleventh course, 
thus maximizing the $2,000 total Scholarship amount, or (ii) two years

Maintenance 
Requirements 

In order to continue disbursement of the scholarship award, applicant must 
meet the following maintenance requirements:

2. Applicant must successfully pass each course attempted in accordance 
with their program's requirements as outlined in the academic catalog 
for all courses. Any withdrawals or courses not successfully passed in 
accordance with the program requirements will terminate the 
scholarship. 

 
3. Applicant may not have an unapproved attendance gap greater than 35 

days. 
 

Terms and 
Conditions 

By applying for a University of Phoenix scholarship and/or accepting the 
scholarship award, the applicant and/or recipient agrees to the following terms 
and conditions. Failure to abide by any of the following terms and conditions 
shall result in either disqualification of the scholarship award or termination of 
the scholarship award.

6. The Scholarship will automatically terminate if: 
a. Applicant fails to meet the eligibility requirements 
b. Recipient is Academically Disqualified, Disqualified for 

Admission, Scholastically Disqualified, Scholastically Suspended 
or Expelled as outlined in the University Catalog. 

c. Recipient is out of attendance on an unapproved leave of 
absence for more than 35 days.

e. Receives the maximum scholarship award

7. If recipient has applied for or is receiving Title IV financial aid funding,

9. Should recipient drop, receive a W-grade or otherwise fail to complete a 
course for which the scholarship, or a portion of the scholarship, has 
been used to pay the tuition, in no event will any cash refund be given at 
any time. 
 

10. During the term of the scholarship, recipient shall notify University of 
Phoenix immediately if he/she is convicted of a crime, excluding traffic 
offenses. Recipient acknowledges that said conviction may impact this
