Summary All new students who transfer to the University of Phoenix and who (i) apply for 



6. Applicant must submit a complete, signed application, together with all 
supporting documentation by the Application Deadline.

a. As part of the scholarship application, the student declares that 
they have between 12 and 60 combined transfer credits from 
accredited institutions.
